Men: place over recommended dance belt.

If you have long hair, pull it 
back into a low bun as it tends to get 
warm in the costumes.

4.Put on the Octopus dress. Then put on 
your dance shoes, followed by the 
provided booties.

Water moccasins are an acceptable 
dance shoe substitute.
